QUALIFICATION AS A PARTICIPATING THERAPY (PT) OF THE BCTC
In order for a particular therapy system to qualify for the many benefits of membership of the BCTC its representatives will need to demonstrate, in applying to the BCTC for membership as a Participating Therapy (PT), compliance with the criteria below to become a PT:
· A separate and discernable identity as a therapeutic system.

· Its therapists/practitioners have qualified, through training or experience, in a recognisable programme and have been presented with a certificate.
· Its therapists/practitioners are members of either:
· A single therapy specific Professional Association (PA) that represents all therapists/practitioners qualified to practice that specific therapy.

· One of many PA s that represent therapists/practitioners qualified to practice that specific therapy.
· A nationally recognised umbrella organisation that acts as a PA for that and a range of therapy systems (eg: BCMA, ICNM, CMA, FHT)

· From amongst all of the PA(s) associated with the therapy system an individual has been nominated who is both capable and empowered to represent that specific therapy system (the Participating Therapy) as a member of the Council of the BCTC. 
· The PA(s) of therapists/practitioners who wish to register with the BCTC have agreed to adopt the BCTC standards for Training, Practice and Continuous Professional Development (CPD), as well as the BCTC Code of Ethics, otherwise and collectively known as The BCTC “Documents”.

·  PA(s) of therapists/practitioners who wish to register with the BCTC have agreed to ensure, through application/renewal of membership or otherwise,  that all their therapists/practitioners have committed themselves to comply with The BCTC “Documents”.
